Pick a partner.  Pick an article.  The paired group will give a 4 minute presentation on the chosen article and its KQs. Focus on depth of ANALYSIS of the ideas of the article.  Share your Google Slides file by Feb 4 8am to brentrohol@gmail.com
Address the bullets below (encouraged but not required to use PPT/Google Slides shared edit to build your presentation):
· PPT SLIDE 1 = Brief coverage of the article content + context (who, what, when, where, why, how) and involved stakeholders or the range of perspectives possible/present in the topic/article.  What areas of knowledge intersect in this article?  Can also address: Why/How does your topic matter???  (who does it matter to? Or why does this article topic have significance?)  What are the implications/consequences for the present or for the future of your article/topic.

· PPT SLIDE 2 = What is the knowledge question/issue raised from the article (decontextualized, abstract, open, contestable, uses TOK terminology) ? OR an open-ended, philosophical, TOK-style rhetorical question you will eventually seek to answer (ex: If art becomes consumed digitally, does the lack of it as a tangible product reduce its perceived value or how we respect it?)) CAN EXPLAIN THE CONNECTION OR JOURNEY THAT GOT YOU FROM YOUR article/RLS TO YOUR KQ (justify why your KQ is the worthy/right one).  
THEN, Orally, Give your best argumentative stance/position/answer to the question posed in this bullet.  What is your personal perspective on this article or the question you posed.
· PPT SLIDE 3 CRITICAL EXAMINE THE ARTICLE = What are the problems of the knowledge (if any) in this article [uncertainties, biases in approach, limitations of knowledge presented, methods of verification and justification, the benefits of “knowing”]?  How is knowledge and/or “knowing”/TOK involved in your RLS (the creation of new knowledge, the revision of knowledge, the formalization of knowledge, the acquisition/pursuit of knowledge, a debate of divergent knowledge communities, etc)?  

What are the biases in approach, limitations/flaws of the article’s argumentative claims, use of bad argumentation (logical fallacies, cognitive biases) or good argumentation (use of pathos/logos/ethos/rhetoric/tools of persuasion/figurative language tools used/allusions/hyperbole/etc), how does the article try to present its case (explore its methods of verification and justification).  
· PPT SLIDE 4 = Attempt to recontextualize or link or synthesize this topic to another context, historical incident, personal experience, things you have read OR how does is this topic or similar topics handled by other cultures, time periods, professions, etc.  Do you have another article you’ve read that can be related to this one? OR other personal reactions / WHAT IS YOUR KNOWER’S PERSPECTIVE?
Be organized, purposeful, sophisticated, discerning, insightful, compelling, lucid, coherent, independently thoughtful
